sections of the text (though not the capitula) are completed with horizontal lines preceded by

(and in some cases also followed by) red dots. In addition every sentence was accentuated with a
graceful black initial letter. On some of the folios yellow or red dots were placed around these

letters as a finishing touch and to enhance readability. Lastly, the initial letter of each paragraph
is also outlined by applying yellow or red dots. The Gospel text is a version of the Vulgate, the
Latin translation of the Bible by Saint Jerome (Hieronymus of Stridon, 347-420 CE). However, the
text of the Codex Eyckensis deviates from the 4th-century Vulgate: the scribe has introduced a
number of additions and transpositions. Comparable versions of the Gospel texts can be found
in the "Book of Kells”, the “Book of Armagh” and the “Echternach Gospels”.
